½ cup mayonnaise 
½ cup chopped celery 
1 teaspoon chopped parsley 
½ teaspoon curry powder 
¼ teaspoon salt 
2 Crispin apples 
½ cup shredded Cheddar cheese 
 
Place toast slices on cookie sheet or on bottom of 
oven-proof dish; top with ham slices.  Combine 
mayonnaise, celery, parsley and seasonings.  
Spread over ham.  Wash, core and pare apples; 
cut into very thin slices.  Arrange apple slices on 
top of mayonnaise mixture; sprinkle with the 
cheese.  Broil just until cheese melts.  Serve hot.
